The January POM judges were Woody Minnich, Paul Cooley, and Paul Clark.
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Aloe pillansii, UC Berkeley Botanical Gardens, phol Nels Christianson
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Aztekium contains two species, ritteri (discovered 1929) and hintonii (discovered 1991). Both are
from the state of Nuevo Ledn. These exotic plants are slow growing, globular, and grayish-green in
color.

Geohintonia mexicana, native to the Sierra Madre of the state of Nuevo Ledn, was discovered in
1992. Itis named in honor of its discoverer, George Hinton. The plant is grayish-green, solitary and
becomes slowly columnar. It prefers a nighttime temperature above 50° F.

Epithelantha, described in 1922, has three beautifully and densely white-spined species with a few
subspecies. These small globose plants can be solitary or offsetting. Their origin is the southern
counties of Arizona, New Mexico, and Texas, as well as northern Chihuahua, Mexico. E. micromeris
has a tap root and is relatively easy to grow in cultivation.
