Succulence occurs to one extent or another in such bromeliad genera as Acanthostachys,
Cryptanthus, Deuterocohnia, Dyckia, Fascicularia, Hechtia, xNeophytum, Orthophytum, Puya, and
Tillandsia. The terrestrial bromeliads are the oldest plants in the bromeliad family. They and the
widespread Tillandsias are found growing together with cacti and other succulents throughout the
Americas. Cryptanthus, Dyckia and Orthophytum are found mostly in Brazil. Hechtia is most
common to Mexico and Puya grows in the Andes of Ecuador and Peru. Deuterocohnia finds its
home in Argentina and Bolivia. Neoglaziovia variegata is endemic to Brazil where it prefers sandy
locations in the states of Bahia and Minas Gerais.
